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Car Donations Can Help Your Community
Do you have an old car just sitting around waiting to be repaired? If so, you can put it to 
good use by donating it to one of many local charities that can benefit from the proceeds. 
Not only will you steer clear of a public nuisance violation (remember, keeping an inoperable 
or unlicensed vehicle in your driveway, yard or street is prohibited), but you may also be 
eligible for a significant tax deduction!

Contact your favorite charity to find out more about donating your vehicle. Many offer free 
towing services.

The Temple City Municipal Code also prohibits any vehicles being parked on lawns or 
unpaved portions of your yard. This includes RVs, boats and trailers. If you do not have a 
suitable place to park your boat or RV, consider renting space in a storage yard or facility. 
There are several in the area; check the Yellow Pages for the one nearest you.

Turf Battles
Getting the upper hand in the war against weeds
Controlling weeds is the responsibility of every property owner or tenant within the City of 
Temple City. Weeds not only impact the aesthetics of a yard, but also create a potential fire 
hazard and breeding ground for pests.

Here are a few tips to help you get an upper hand on weeds:

• Mow your lawn regularly to keep weeds under control and prevent them from
   getting a strong foothold.

• Mowing to a height of around three inches will help lawns grow deep root systems

• Till flower beds and planters to remove existing weeds. Repeat a few days later to 
  capture the stragglers.

• Place several layers of newspapers down in planters to help create a sunlight barrier.
  New weeds can’t grow without sunlight.

• Place organic mulch in flower beds over the paper barrier. This will help nourish plants
  and make better use of water.

• Remove weeds when they first appear, preferably by mechanical methods
  (hand, hoe or shovel).

• “Weed & Feed” fertilizers are very effective in controlling weeds and  the cost is minimal.

• Use herbicides with caution, as overuse can damage the desired plants and
  run-off can pollute water supplies.

Pets, Winter Time Thunderstorms 
& Lightning
As many pet lovers know, lightning and thunder storms can cause a great deal of stress for 
some animals.  Here are a few tips to keep your pets safe and calm.
 
1 . If possible, keep your pets indoors until the danger has passed.
 
2. Stay with your pet, talk to them in a soothing, calm voice.  Pet them and coddle
    them so they feel safe. 

3. Turn on a radio or two.  Select classical or soft music.

4. Give them their favorite toy or reward them with their favorite treat.

5. Make a shelter out of pillows between the bed and wall or under a table, someplace
    where they can feel safe.

6. Purchase calming products such as DAP (Dog Appeasing Pheromones) spray or collar,
    or a Thunder Shirt, either can be found on the internet.

7. For extreme cases please see your veterinarian, there are safe and effective
    medications to help with loud noise phobias.

But 
from time to time, some will neglect their 
responsibilities and Community Preservation 
is required to take action.

The City prefers to work proactively with 
residents to handle challenges before 
they get out of hand. That’s why we’ve put 
together this set of tips to help you keep your 
yard in good shape.

RECYCLE YOUR OLD 
CHRISTMAS TREE
Athens Services will be picking up 
Christmas trees from Temple City 
residents starting Monday, December 26, 
through Saturday, January 14.  Residents 
should place their trees curbside, on 
their designated refuse collection 
day.  Discarded trees must be free of 
ornaments, tinsel, lights and metal 
stands.  Larger trees (over 8’) must be 
cut into two pieces.  Flocked trees or 
trees coated with a fire retardant are 
acceptable.
